Handlers will have a separate area to camp on the fairgrounds.

Please Note: The location of the trial has changed – we are now in a field that starts behind buildings A, B, C & D, adjacent to Route 9, at the Mulberry Street entrance. The road will be closed off to vehicle traffic and we can have our trucks and campers right near by. Although we got quite comfortable with the previous location – let's give this area a try! 
Please also note: This is now a points trial – score is based on successful completion of obstacles and time. 

Directions: 

1. Taconic Parkway:  Take the Taconic Parkway to Route 199 Exit. Exit at Route 199 Exit (Red Hook, Rhinebeck). Turn left onto Route 199, heading west. After 4 miles, Route 199 will bear right at a traffic light, go straight at that traffic light onto Route 308, continuing west. Route 308 will take you into Rhinebeck. At the traffic light in Rhinebeck, turn right onto Route 9, heading north. The entrance to the Fairgrounds is approximately 2 miles from that traffic light on the right (east).  Note:Campers and Trailers are not permitted on the Taconic parkway.

2. NYS Thruway (I87/I90):  Take the Thruway to Exit 19, Kingston. After paying toll, you will enter a traffic circle, take your first right off the traffic circle (Route 28). You will go through a traffic light and bear right on the exit for the Kingston-Rhinecliff Bridge, Route 209, heading east. Crossing the bridge, the road changes to Route 199. After the bridge, at the second traffic light, turn right, heading south, onto Route 9G. In approximately 1 mile, you will come to another traffic light and the intersection of Route 9. Turn right onto Route 9, heading south. The Fairgrounds are located approximately 2 miles on your left.

Getting into the Fairgrounds: Handlers should not go in through the main gate.  The trial field and handler camping area is closest to the Mulberry Street gate and we will enter there. Parsonage Street gate and during fair open hours you can only enter through this gate.  If you arrive late on Friday or very early on Saturday the Parsonage gate may be locked and if so try the Mulberry Street gate.  Mulberry Street is about 0.3 miles to the right of the main gate.  Turn into Mulberry Street and the Mulberry gate is straight ahead.  To get to the Parsonage gate bear right in front of the Mulberry gate and then take the next two lefts.  The handler area is just past the buildings on the right as you come in the Parsonage gate.
